Departure from the tourist office, 
 
Walk down the Rue des Bujoux then turn left Rue du Vieux 
pont. Go down to the Old Bridge, also called Pont des 
Anglais. 
 
Walk along the Vezere until you reach the Moulin Bas 
remains, one of the oldest mills in the municipalities. 
 
Walk up the street of the former hospital, on your left, the 
former hospital, a 18th century mansion. 
 
Walk up the Rue de l’Hirondelle, then the Rue de Touroudel. 
 
Turn left on the Rue du Vieil If, in the schoolyard you can see 
the one-thousand years Yew tree. 
 
Go back to the St Pierre abbatial church, a real witness of 
the Norman Art in Limousin.  
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
